To convert to DOUBLE BED:

Unlock table (4) from underneath.

Lift off nesting (6)

Fold legs.

Lower table to seat level.

Arrange 8 cushions to suit.

For extra bedlength remove backrest (5).

Transfer seat cover (1) to central position.
Unlock internal catches between sides (2) and (3).
Swing §23 against bulkhead and lock.

Swing (3) into central position. Engage with (1).

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A few hints

Making up beds

A blanket should always be on top of the
mattress and be wrapped tightly around. Tuck
the linen sheet in and the mattress will remain
securely in one piece. Always have adequate
ventilation (See also notes on Gas Instaliation)

Camping

Lanes and Common Land away from the
main roads make good overnight stops, but
the Bye Laws must be observed. Where land
is privately owned, permission should be
asked.

An International Camping Carnet, obtainable
from the A.A. or R.A.C. will be found useful
abroad.

In general, observe the principles of good
camping—cause no damage, noise or ob-
struction, nor offence by behaviour or attire.

The gas installation

The Gas installation is complete and tested,
and ready for connection to a gas container.
This can be hired from a Calor Gas Stockist ;
the type required is the Mark 10. Obtain
from him also a **Gas Consumer Information
Booklet.” It is important that you read the
notes on maintenance and ventilation—they
concern your safety.

Gas lighting

Adjust the air sleeve to give you the brightest
light. A slight hissing noise will also indicate
the best 2djustment. The glass globe should
be screwed down tightly when travelling to
avoid noise, aiso the gas mantle may require
slight wedging when not in use. Slacken off
globe and remove wedge before use. The gas
light is the Bijou type and only Pyrex globes
should be us-d.
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For use, gas cylinder must be standing up.
Before turning on mains, check all taps for being closed.
Light match before opening taps.

Avoid draughts around cooker especially with taps turned
low.

Do not leave your cooker burning unattended.

Do not go to sleep with gas burning. Sleep with windows
open.

Turn off mains after use.

Check your gas installation periodically for leaks. Rubber
tubing must be of the Butane type.

In case of escaping gas ventilate vehicle thoroughly before
using naked flame.
